As a VPP Star recipient UniSea won’t be subject to random enforcement inspections for five years. Enforcement 
regulations remain in effect, however, and cases of employee complaints, accident investigations or other 
significant incidents will result in an enforcement inspection. Participation in the program is voluntary. 
 
“Safety is the very foundation of UniSea’s management philosophy,” said Environmental Compliance, Safety and 
Security Director Gregg Bishop. “Even through changes in management, whether by long-term employees 
leaving and new managers and directors joining our company or by production redirection, UniSea has remained 
ever vigilant in successfully maintaining its number one priority – safety.
